Welcome and Introductions

Approval of Meeting Notes

VR Updates
VR Portal:  BSVI Deputy Director Mindy Duncan addressed the Committee to provide VR updates. She shared that the VR portal is being piloted in the Whitehall, Ohio office this August. This first phase of the roll out will involve VR Counselors working side-by-side with consumers to assist in the transition.  In September there will be a “soft” roll out with an October “hard” roll out. 
Phase two and three have an anticipated roll out of January and October 2017 respectively. 
Scorecard:  BSVI Deputy Director Duncan also discussed the VR score card. She shared that it will be updated at least every six months.
VR Fee Schedule:  The VR Fee Schedule was also discussed. Ms. Duncan shared that a great deal of feedback has been received on the report from Public Consulting Group. 
Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act:  Ms. Duncan said the regulations have been sent to publish. 
Local Consumer Forums:  Ms. Duncan said each VR regional manager has been asked to start a group with providers, consumers, and partners. The first of these meetings should begin in September.
Youth Leadership Forum (YLF):
CAC Liaison Shirley Marchi briefly spoke about YLF. YLF has requested that anyone who wants to help with the mentor program to please e-mail Shirley. 
Marchi informed the Committee that our Chair, Carolyn Peters had authored a paper concerning African American women with disabilities. The paper was included in each Committee member’s packet.
